HTML Cheat Sheet

All commands have two parts: one stands at the beginning, the other at the end. For example, this is a paragraph: It starts with <p> and ends with </p>.

<p>This text between the two tags is a paragraph.</p>
Headers

<h1>Level 1 header</h1>
<h2>Level 2 header</h2>
Text and emphasis
<p>This is a paragraph.</p>

<p>In this paragraph, one word is <strong>bold</strong>.</p>
<p>In this paragraph, one word is <em>italics</em>.</p>
Comments

Any text or parts of the page that should not be displayed can be enclosed in comment signs:

<!-- This is a comment --> 
This whole paragraph will not be displayed, because it is between comment signs:

<!--  <p>Westwood's Social Justice Committee has become a member of GEA. The committee has compiled Answers to questions about GEA.</p> -->
Lists
A list starts and ends with <ul></ul> for “unordered list” (bullet points) or <ol></ol> for “ordered list” (enumeration). Within those tags, each list item is marked by <li></li>.

    <li>Secondly I want to say this.</li>  

    <li>This is my last point.</li>

Breaks

Break signs are an exception to the rule: they don’t have closing parts. There is just one part to them.

<br />  indicates a line break within a paragraph

<hr class="separator" /> indicates a horizontal line after a paragraph
Hyperlinks

A link is enclosed by <a></a> tags. The opening tag contains the target page. The text between the two tags will be displayed and the reader can click on it.

<a href="aboutwest.htm">About Westwood</a> will display like: About Westwood
For external links, the whole target address has to be provided. To make the link open in a new page, use target="_blank".
<a href="http://www.google.com/" target="_blank">Link to Google</a> will display like: Link to Google
Images

All photos are put into the photos folder on the Westwood server. To insert a photo on a page, the location needs to be given as ./photos/photoname.jpg. 

The photo’s position on the page can be controlled by setting it to class="center", class="left" or class="right".

Alternative text and title are for people who cannot view photos or don’t want to display graphics.
Width (in pixels) controls how big the photo will be on the page, even if its actual size is different.

There is no closing part to an image tag.
Structural tags

Each page has several structural elements (header, footer, navigation, columns) that are enclosed in <div></div> tags. If one of these tags is accidentally deleted, the page structure will get out of whack.
