Stewardship Canvass Participation Options

A.  Meet individually or as a couple with a canvasser (usually 30 minutes to 1 hour) 

B. Meet in a small group with a canvasser after church 12 – 1 pm to discuss volunteer and financial stewardship in a group with a brief private time at the end. Please sign–up on the sheets at the back of the church for March, 15, 22 or 29. 

C. Self Canvass: This option is not advised if this is your first time participating in canvass. You will miss the opportunity for the in-depth discussion and connection the Stewardship meeting affords. However this may be a fit for those who already feel well informed and connected to the congregation.  We will mail you the required documents. We ask you to complete these and mail  or bring them back to the church administrator before March 29. We will provide the name of a canvasser you can contact for advice. A canvasser will follow-up if we do not hear from you.

Also NEW this year: We are introducing the option of pre-authorized electronic withdrawal (to save writing 12 months worth of cheques). UCE has used this for the past 4 years and it has proven very popular. Our annual volunteer survey is also designed to be done electronically.
